As a not-for-profit human services organization, Goodwill
uses the revenue from our stores to pay our team members,
and to support a wide variety of innovative programs and
services that help people. These programs create jobs,
offer training, or address educational or developmental
issues — sometimes in collaboration with community
partners.

For example, Beyond Boundaries of Autism, our
not-for-profit in-home autism therapy program,

serves the Wisconsin Rapids area. Through our Community
